After working as a shepherd for six years, he   
escaped and traveled to France where he became a priest and changed his name to the Christian  
Patricius (Patrick).  In 432 he was made a bishop.  Patrick returned to Ireland to spread the     
Christian faith, traveling throughout the country for 30 years and converting thousands of pagans.  
He died on March 17, 461.  He is the patron saint of Ireland.  His feast day, March 17, is celebrated 
throughout the world.

I’ve read some great books this month to share with you, and here they are—in no order.  
“The Sweethearts’ Knitting Club” (LP/F/WIL) by Lori Wilde. For ten years pretty Flynn 
MacGregor has been turning down the same solid, upright sheriff’s marriage proposal.  Her 
knitting club members keep telling her it is a marriage made in Heaven– but she could never 
forget her high school sweetheart who is serving time in jail for someone else’s crime.  Large 
print makes for easy and quick reading.  (Debbie Macomber she is not– but it is still a good 
story). 
 
“Where are The Children?” (M/CLA) is one of the first books  Mary Higgins Clark wrote   
(in 1975) and I believe it is one of her best, if not the best.  It IS a mystery and if I tell you too 
much it won’t be fun to read, but I promise that it is GOOD. 
 
Jude Deveraux has started a new trio beginning with “Lavender Morning” (LP/F/DEV).  
When Jocelyn (Joce) was five years old, her mother died and her father remarried, leaving her 
somewhat an outcast in a mixed–up family.  She became very close to an old lady who       
became a kindred soul and a substitute grandmother.  When Miss Edi passed away, she left 
Joce all her worldly  possessions, including an 18th century country estate.  This book sets 
the background and introduces you to the characters who will appear later.  Really good story 
and quick reading.  
 
Last, but not least, is Victoria Holt’s “Daughter of Deceit” (F/HOL).  Taking place in          
pre-world War I in England and France, Noelle Tremaston lead a charmed life.  The daughter 
of Desiree, an actress, she has grown up amid opening nights and elegant parties.  When her 
kind-hearted mother opens her home to an adoring fan and ambitious actress, disaster quickly 
follows and Noelle’s carefree existence is changed forever.  Typical Holt, this is a great one!
